Test procedure in accordance

with EN 388:2003

« Cut resistance test using the coup test.

- Rotating circular knife moves back and
forth at a constant force (5 newtons)
on the test material and rotates coun-
ter to the movement.

 The index value results from the num-
ber of cycles required to the point at
which the test piece is cut through, and
from the degree of wear of the blade.

« Five measurements are performed in
this way on each test piece. The aver-
age of the five index values confirms
the corresponding performance class
for the cut protection level of a safety
glove.

No correlation can be made between
the two test procedures and perfor-
mance rating. The glove still offers

« Relates to cut protection gloves made
from materials that cause the blades
to become blunt (i.e. glass and steel
fibres).

« Additional test procedure in accord-
ance with ISO 13997: Determination of
resistance of the glove to cutting by
a sharp object through single contact
under higher force.

* Here, a long, straight blade is drawn
once over the test piece. The minimum
force required to cut through the test
piece after 20 millimetres is deter-
mined in the process.

« The result is given in newtons (N) and
assigned to a cut protection class.
